The program is intended for community dwelling older adults,
age 60 and older, who can walk easily with or without as-
sistive devices (cane, walker, etc.)

Participants will learn balance skills, good body alignment and
coordinated Tai Ji Quan movements through the use of 8
core forms and mini therapeutic movements.

How often will I need to practice?
Participants should attend two one-hour classes each week and
practice on their own between classes.

Improved physical health that leads to better functioning in dai-
ly activities
Improved balance, muscle strength, flexibility and mobility
Better mental health such as increased self-esteem and more
social interaction
