As this newsletter arrives, we will be half-way through the season of 
Lent and on our way to Holy Week and the celebration of East-
er. We’re half-way there, but we’re not there yet. With that in mind, 
let us wonder together about how our Lenten observance and journey 
is going. If you made some commitments for the season, how are you 
doing with keeping those commitments? If you chose to “give up 
something” for Lent, how is it going? If you haven’t yet decided to do 
anything as your Lenten observance, there is still time, because as I 
said - we are only half-way there. I hope your Lenten journey is going 
well. 
 
As a child growing up in worship, Lenten worship was always some-
thing special to me. Hearing about what Jesus went through and why, 
really helped me grow in love for my Savior. There are many things in 
faith that can sometimes be hard to relate to, but suffering, uncertainty, 
and surrender are all things I understood.  
 
Knowing this has greatly inspired me to study what it means for us to 
move from being simply a fan of Jesus to becoming his follower. In 
other words, jumping into action! Perhaps in the very near future we 
can do a study entitled Not A Fan. It’s a study on moving from being 
a mere admirer of Jesus to becoming a true follower. It’s really a story 
of our relationship with God. We need to enter into the part of the sto-
ry where we see our God calling us to a life of discipleship! In other 
words, we need to define the relationship. What a better time for us 
to do that than during Lent!   
 
Once we define the relationship, then we will be better able to go out 
and truly be Jesus’ disciples in this church, this community, this coun-
try, and even in this world. This will be evident in what we say and in 
what we do in our daily lives! We will be able to be confident that we 
are making a difference in the world. That’s what God asks of us, to 
make a difference. 
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So as we enter the second half of Lent, let’s use the time to come to wor-
ship on Wednesdays at 7 and Sunday mornings to be strengthened in our 
discipleship by hearing about the signs of Lent. It’s going to need a com-
mitment, but if we are serious about our wanting to be Jesus’ disciples 
then we will make that commitment. I pray that each of you will do that 
and start making a difference in our church and community here. 
 
May we be enriched for our Lenten journey with the picture of being 
held by the One who knows us and loves us and mercifully walks with us 
each day. However, we often turn from that embrace to go our own way. 
Lent calls us to “Return to the Lord who is gracious and merciful, slow 
to anger, and abounding in steadfast love.” Our confession during Lent 
leads us in that return. May we be reminded that we are not on this Len-
ten journey alone, but in community. We live in community by keeping 
peace with one another and sharing God’s love with the world God loves. 
 
To sum it all up: Lent is a season of growth in our faith life and in 
our community life. I pray that God will bless you this season and 
that we approach the Resurrection together with joyful anticipation 
of a new life in Christ.
